 - The Rail is supplied part assembled to suit a Bottom Water Inlet installation.

 - For bottom water inlet installation see following page.

 - Remove Inlet Fitting and Wall Fixing by loosening the Set Screws.

 - Accurately mark out and drill for the Wall Fixing 900mm from centre of Water Feed  

(see Spring Toggle Wall Anchor guide).

 - Ensure the wall penetration is sealed prior to connecting any fittings.

 - Apply thread tape or appropriate sealant to Water Feed Thread and attach Inlet Fitting using 10mm Allen key.

 - Using the provided Spring Toggle Anchor attach the Wall Fixing.
